Tutors report to the Associate Director of Undergraduate Education and are responsible for facilitating a small group of 9 students through a formalized learning and decision making process (case based).   Tutor guides, developed by faculty, are provided for each case and are reviewed with faculty at a weekly tutor meeting.
Expertise in the subject matter is not needed. Formal preparation in health sciences is required.  Two days of mandatory training are provided to all new tutors with occasional follow-up training.
